DREMA 2004

Meeting of the whole woodworking industry

                         This year's International Trade Fair of Woodworking Machines and Tools DREMA 2004 is going to be exceptional. First - a record number of companies from Poland and abroad have confirmed their participation in the show. We will host approx. 330 exhibitors and represented companies from 19 countries It is estimated that the exhibition area of the DREMA fair will amount to 13,000 square metres. Second - DREMA will celebrate its anniversary this year. It will be the 20th edition of the fair. Finally - novelties will be in focus at this year's show. It follows from the information provided by the exhibitors before the fair that 55 products will be presented for the first time in Poland. New products will be marked in a special way at the exhibitors' stands and a special leaflet - an exhibitor's guide to trade fair novelties will be prepared. 

                           The fair will be held under the auspices of Professor Jerzy Hausner, Deputy Prime Minister, Minister of Economy, Labour and Social Policy. Drema will be held on 11-14 May 2004, and will be accompanied by the Fair of Furniture, Accessories and Furnishing MEBLE 2004, the Fair of Kitchen Furniture and Furnishing KUCHNIA, and DOMEXPO Textiles, Table & Kitchen, Technology, Interior Design.

                         This year's DREMA will be organized in as many as four pavilions: manufacturers of woodworking machines and devices, producers of paint shops and chemicals will present their products in Pavilion 2. Pavilions 3 and 3A (formerly Pavilions 5 and 8) will include offers of manufacturers of woodworking machinery, devices, dust extracting tools and devices. Pavilion 4 (formerly Pavilion 9) will include the following offers: adhesives, abrasives, electric tools, chemicals, dust extraction devices, dryers and paint shops. As always, the yard between Pavilions 3, 3A and 4 will be the presentation area for the sawmill industry and representatives of the above mentioned sectors. 

Day of Professional Meetings 

The novelty at this year's fair is the Day of Professional Meetings organized before the fair, i.e. on Monday, 10 May 2004. The event aims at facilitating the establishment of contacts between the DREMA exhibitors and exhibitors at Meble and Kuchnia fairs. It is especially addressed to manufacturers of furniture and semi-products, who will be invited to learn about offers of manufacturers of machinery, tools and other products for furniture plants already at 2 pm. External guests will participate in those meetings solely upon the production of a special invitation. The official opening of the Day of Professional Meetings will be at 4 pm. The Day of Professional Meetings will finish with a party organized to celebrate the 20th edition of the DREMA fair. 

Conferences and seminars
The fair will be accompanied by numerous additional events. These will mainly include seminars and conferences for representatives of the woodworking sector, organized together with the most important organizations in the woodworking and furniture sector. The following events should be mentioned: a seminar entitled "Adjustment of the use of machinery and devices to the EU requirements implemented in Poland" prepared in cooperation with the DROMA association, a conference co-organized by DGA Doradztwo Gospodarcze related to quality management systems and the 2nd Craftsmen's Wood Forum prepared together with the Guild of Wood Craftsmen in Poznań - an event that aroused a lot of interest last year. Presentations
Visitors will have an opportunity to learn about the latest exhibitors' offers also on the special space entitled "Woodworking Technology", which will include presentations and demonstrations of the latest woodworking technologies. The audience will gain interesting experiences while watching craftsmen working "live" in workshops all over the fair grounds. The craftsmen will present wood conservation techniques and will show the tricks of the trade of the following professions: gold plater, wheelwright, woodcarver, marquetry master and wood cutting master. Press corners will be new at this year's DREMA.
Press corners are special stands in DREMA Pavilions. Specialized publishing companies will have an opportunity to present copies of their publications free of charge there. 

Nail hammering for the third time
Numerous competitions organized by PIF and Inwestor Publishing House will arouse a lot of emotions this year. The competitions include the 3rd Polish Championships in Nail Hammering. The main prize is the SC/4W sawing machine with sawing at an angle option sponsored by its manufacturer, SCM. The value of the main prize exceeds PLN 30,000. 
For the first time this year, the championships will be held in two champion leagues. The first one will include subscribers of "Gazeta Przemysłu Drzewnego" and "Meblarstwo". The task is seemingly easy. One should select five nails and hammer them into squared timber with as few hits as possible. Each successful hit may bring the participant closer to the prize - Metabo electric tools worth PLN 5,000. Less precise participants will obtain cheques for tools worth PLN 2,000 for second and third place. The competition will be held during four trade fair days at DREMA and MEBLE. On the last day, the most precious prize, i.e. the SC/2W sawing machine will be granted to the contestant who was best at nail hammering. 
An exhibitors' league is also planned as part of the 3rd Polish Championships in Nail Hammering. Each company that presents its offers at Drema may delegate three representatives. They can practise their skills at squared timber on each trade fair day. The best contestant will win an advertising campaign in "Gazeta Przemysłu Drzewnego" and "Meblarstwo" worth PLN 25,000 for its company and a 10 percent discount on the price of exhibition area at the next edition of DREMA. 

Exhibitions and presentations at DREMA
As always, an exhibition of old joinery machines and tools will be presented. Last year the exhibition was very successful and popular. A stamp collection exhibition entitled "Wood on post stamps" and an exposition related to the competition for students of woodworking schools entitled "Conjured from wood" - these are other proposals for wood lovers. A presentation of furniture renovation will be interesting not only to professionals, but also old furniture lovers. Antique renovation specialists will work on each trade fair day to show the renovation of an exhibit from the National Museum in Poznań. 

Gold competitions for exhibitors
As always, results of competitions for exhibitors will be announced at the fair. The Poznań International Fair Gold Medal Competition will select the products with innovative technological solutions and modern design from among products entered into the competition by the trade fair exhibitors. The Acanthus Aureus competition will select those exhibitors whose stands are best designed and prepared to fulfil corporate marketing strategies. Awards will be granted to exhibitors, designers and stand constructors.
